Course: 1 mile over undulating land: start method: elastic
Classes: All classes- 3 motos apart from Workers Race- 1 moto
Awards: Expert/Juniors, prize money depending on entry. Experts, Juniors, Over 40, Over 50 score points towards the South Midland Centre Championships, provided they are members of a South Midland Centre club. NMCC club members also score club championship points.
Races: Maximum of 40 riders per race. Experts and Juniors – 15 mins +1 lap. All others 12 mins +1 lap, apart from Workers which is 5 laps.
