Eligibility:    This meeting is open to Northampton Motor Cyclists Club members who joined the club before

 01 September 2011.      All riders will be required to produce a current ACU competition licence at signing on.   

ACU day licences will be issued on the day, but the £10 cost must be paid in advance with the entry fee.

Entries:   Entry fee is £25.  Please send a stamped addressed envelope with your entry if you require postal notification of acceptance, otherwise an email address.  Entry fees will only be refunded if 48 hours prior notice of non-arrival is received by the Secretary.  Entries open from date of publication.  Please make cheques payable to NMCC Ltd.  Please send all entry forms and payments to the Secretary of the Meeting.

Closing date for entries will be  12th  December  2011
Northampton Motor Cyclists Club undertakes to insure each rider, indemnifying him against any third party claims made arising out of the races or official practice, excluding claims made by other drivers or passengers, entrant, sponsor or mechanic.

Each rider is required to submit the name of a Marshal who will undertake marshalling duties for the duration of practice and racing.  That Marshal must be over 18 years of age, must register at signing on and must wear the bib provided by NMCC Ltd.  This Marshal must remain at their post and is not permitted to assist any rider stuck in mud.  Please nominate your Marshal on your entry form.

Each rider must attend the working party to be held at 10.00 am on Sunday 18th December.Failure to do this will exclude the rider from the event.

Each rider must attend the clearing up party on 27thDecember  2011 at 10.00 am.  Failure to attend will mean the rider is excluded from results and may be refused entry to next year’s Wild & Woolly.
Only rider  numbers   1 – 55 will be issued.    The race is for 50 riders.  5 entrants will be given ‘reserve’ status.

All riders and reserves must complete 2 laps of practice.

Course:  Length 1 mile approx – Prepare your bike for water and mud!

Re-fuelling may only take place in the refuelling area. -   Engines to be cut.

A Number Plate wash is provided. Each rider must pass through this wash on each lap.   Riders failing to stop will have one lap deducted.

Each rider is allowed 1 vehicle and 1 mechanic in the paddock area.
NO PIT BIKES OR QUADS WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE PITS OR ELSEWHERE ON THE LAND.

Medication:  It is your responsibility to declare at signing on if you are taking any drugs, you may be tested.
